ATLANTIC CITY EXPRESSWAY CONNECTOR ROUTES

All buses eastbound on the Atlantic City Expressway for: Trump Marina, Harrah’s Casino Hotel, Brigantine should 
use the Atlantic City Expressway Connector Exit 1.

Take right entrance ramp onto connector after entering Atlantic City to destination. Trump Marina use Exit G. To 
Harrah’s use Harrah’s exit. To Brigantine continue over bridge.

The Atlantic City Expressway Connector also provides an alternate route for: Showboat Hotel & Casino, Flagship 
Hotel, Trump Taj Mahal Casino Hotel, Gardners Basin Resorts Casino Hotel, New Jersey Avenue & Boardwalk

Take Exit 1 right onto entrance ramp onto connector, Exit tunnel stay left to Brigantine Blvd., right on Brigantine 
Blvd. to Rt. 30 East, left on Rt. 30 East to Delaware Avenue to Atlantic Avenue, right or left on Atlantic Avenue to 
destination. Buses exiting the city from uptown may use reverse route back through the tunnel or use Atlantic 
Avenue to Arkansas Avenue to the Atlantic City Expressway.

To Marina District from Midtown or Downbeach Facility - Buses heading to the Marina District use Atlantic 
Avenue to Michigan Avenue to Baltic/Fairmount Avenue, left on Baltic Avenue, right onto the Atlantic City 
Expressway Connector to destination.

From Marina District to Midtown - (Ballys, Caesars, Claridge, Sands and Plaza) or Downbeach Facil-ity 
(Tropicana or Hilton) or Bus Parking on Route 40/322

Buses coming from the Marina District using the tunnel connector MUST exit at Bacharach Blvd. (Exit B), left at 
light to Ohio Avenue, right on Ohio Avenue to Baltic Avenue, right on Baltic Avenue to Christopher Columbus 
Blvd., left on Christopher Columbus Blvd. to Atlantic Avenue, right or left on Atlantic Avenue to destination, or 
right on Atlantic Avenue to Albany Avenue, right on Albany Avenue to bus parking.

IMPORTANT NOTE APPLIES TO ALL MAPS: All buses entering Atlantic City via Route 30/Absecon Blvd. are to 
use Delaware Avenue to Atlantic Avenue following designated bus routes to destinations. Buses destined to the 
marina area and after dropping o� at either Trump Marina or Harrah’s Casino Hotel, while en route to the bus 
parking facilities, can use Brigantine Blvd. to Route 30, left to Delaware Avenue to Atlantic Avenue. All buses 
entering or exiting the Route 30/Absecon corridor either en route to casino destination, non casino, activity 
center or deadheading are restricted from using Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd./Illinois Avenue, Pennsylvania 
Avenue, North Carolina and South Carolina Avenues and Virginia Avenue.

Any casino combo trips with Trump Marina and Harrah’s can use either Atlantic Avenue to Delaware Avenue, or 
the tunnel connector by taking Atlantic Avenue to Michigan Avenue, left to the Atlantic City Expressway 
Connector to destination.
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
